Referee Information

Every SRU player that received the $100 waiver at registration will need to ref for one of the clubs listed.  You can ref as many games as you choose but you will need to earn at least $100 to pay to SRU.  Once you are paid for the games then send the $100 to:

Include with the check a note that payment is for ref credit.

You can send $100 all at once or payments each week according to how much you get paid.  The total amount of $100 is due no later than Nov 1, 2010.
SRU games are only available to Financial Players/ since SRU did not have the 2 tournaments SRU only have enough games available for the financial aid players.  
For all players U14 and up SRU provided 2 ref classes, if you took one of these classes SRU paid for your license. Your ref license is Level 8 with USSF.   You can now sign up and ref for the different clubs to earn the $100 credit you need to pay to SRU.
If you took the class in Aug your license along with a badge will arrive in the mail in a few weeks.

Once you sign up with refscheduler.net the administrator for that club will have to add your name in so you can sign up for games.  The club will email you when they have updated you.  You might be asked to answer some question about your level before they sign you up so be sure to respond quickly.    They will also send you information about game day procedures and how to get paid.   Each Club may have their own system for payment so make sure you get the details so you know exactly what is expected of you to do to receive payment.

7. Your ref license is level 8 with USSF Soccer

8. You will have to wait to sign up for games until the admin for the league adds your name.  You should receive an email in a few days.  If you do not receive an email contact the referee coordinator for the league you signed up for.

9. You must register as a new referee for each club you want to referee for

You will need to take CYSA Game Cards to each of your games.  All games need one game card that all 3 refs sign ( if dual then 2 refs sign).  Generally the center ref is in charge of the game card you will sign it then the center ref turns it into the Club referee coordinator.  Game cards are available at the SRU office or contact the club you are reffing for.
Most of the clubs will send you a check once a month.  They pay you from the game cards that are turned in.  Always keep track of the games you ref with Date/Time/field/teams.

General Rules
1. Since your are a SRU player please remember that when you ref you will be representing SRU.  Be on time, courteous  and professional at all times.

2. Do not overbook your self only sign up for games you can make.  

3. If you sign up for a game YOU MUST SHOW UP, this is absolute the club will remove you as a ref if you do no not show up for the game.  Think of how you would feel if the Ref did not show up to your game.

4. Read through the Santa Rosa Youth Soccer League Rules attached.  Make sure you know the rules for the age group you are reffing.

5. What equipment you need

· At least two different colored shirts, SRU suggestion is one Green and one Black.  SRU Refs will be mostly using Green.

· Black shorts

· Black Socks

· Whistle

· Red & yellow card

· Watch

· Set of ref flags ( if you will be doing a center)

· Ref patch (current year)

· Black shoes (or close)

· Pen for marking game card

· Game cards

6. You should put together a ref bag with all the equipment listed and keep it all together that way when you ref you have everything ready in one place.  

7. Remember to always bring water for yourself.

8. Be sure to read all the additional information attached for Game day and rules.

9. Be prepared

·  Know the rules for the age group and league your are reffing, 

· Always arrive 30 minutes before your game

· Always SHOW UP to a game you have been assigned to

· Have all your equipment 
· Bring Game Cards

· Look professional with shirt tucked in and socks pulled up ( you will be respected more if you look professional)

10.  If you are not professional, Do not show up or show up late you will be dropped from the reffing roster and not allowed to ref.  Remember the soccer community is very tight and other clubs will find out if you have a bad reputation as a referee.
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
